MEMORANDUM

The first Central Asian-European Solar Energy Conference was held in Tashkent on
September 23-24, 2003 at Dedeman Silk Road Hotel.

Organizers of the Conference are Technology Transfer Agency (TTA) of the Center of
Science and Technologies under the Cabinet of Minister of Uzbekistan, and Austrian center
“Arsenal Research» and French company «Vergnet» - from European side.

The Solar Energy Conference was supported and financed by EU Research Directorate and
NATO Scientific Committee and Center of Science and Technologies, Uzbekistan.

From the Uzbek side officials from the Government authorities, industrial enterprises and

associations, institutes and universities of Uzbek Academy of Sciences and Ministry of
Higher and Special Education of the Republic were presented.

Representatives of various organizations and companies from Russia, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan and Tadjikistan as well as scientists and experts from Austria, Germany, France,
Denmark, UK took part in the discussions during the conference work. The delegation from

US Department of Energy, representatives of international organizations (UNDP, ADB) and

Embassies were also invited to the conference and contributed significantly into successtul
performance of the event.

Total number of participants was 130 persons, among them officials from Uzbek ministries

and Associations, Representatives of governmental organizations of Central Asian countries,
RWE Schott Solar, Arsenal Research, ATB-TBB, Vergnet, I'T Power, Ramboll etc.

About 40 oral presentations along with poster presentations were presented and discussed.

In addition to plenary and sections discussions a special round table meeting on financial
and economic aspects was organized during the conference.

The conference gave the
opportunity to discuss interactively with international experts and to encourage contacts
